Each roundtable
discussion will be hosted by an
organization that will have the opportunity
to help shape the agenda of that session.
The workshops are specifically designed
to improve coordination and
understanding between business, the UN,
aid agencies and NGOs, resulting in
increased efficiency in the way problems
are addressed, solutions are designed
and distributed, and contracts are agreed.

Each session will be moderated and will
last for one hour. They will then be
followed by questions and answers. 

Sessions will focus on the procurement
and logistics elements of issues raised
within the InterAction conference and
topics are likely to include:

• The role of the military in humanitarian
assistance;

• Security of aid workers; 
• Disaster communications - advance

warning and emergency alert systems; 
• Changes under the Obama

Administration;

• Linking disaster relief with long term
development;

• Sphere standards; 
• Stockpiling, pre-positioning and local

purchasing;
• Aid provision in hostile environments;
• Legal barriers to aid provision including

customs, visa and immigration laws;
• Responsible purchasing and supply

chain management;
• Environmentally aware aid provision;
• Effective raising and use of funds;
• Effective transport systems (especially in

light of increasing fuel costs);
• The food crisis and aid issues.

This year’s event will include a cocktail
reception and VIP dinner for key
exhibitors, speakers, buyers and visitors.
The reception and dinner will take place
on the evening of the 9th July at the

Ronald Reagan Building.
The VIP dinner will involve an informal
debate with high level speakers on a key
topic, as yet to be confirmed. The
exhibition hall itself will also provide

networking opportunities through the
roundtable discussions, through a new
“meetings arrangement” service and within
the networking lounges.

The 2009 InterAction and International Aid and Trade events are partnering and will take place in Washington D.C., USA from the
6-10 July. InterAction is the arena for high-level policy discussions, while International Aid and Trade will feature practical solutions
and discussion to increase the effectiveness of smooth procurement and logistics processes for disaster relief.
